The Operations Committee exposes the new entrants to activities of BSW, and also looks 

after the task of providing resources and help to needy students. It also takes care of all 

financial emergencies of students and can grant short term loans such as for clearing 

emergency hospital or hostel bills. Every hostel has two BSW Representatives who 

carries out such welfare activities along with a special focus on guiding and helping the 

freshers. Our activities include smooth induction of the orientation process, setting up of 

various camps such as cycle camp, book camp, pan card camp etc., conducting 

informative sessions on topic such as foreign exchange, foreign intern, CAT etc., 

organising Speranza (annual youth festival) and carrying out various initiatives for 

student welfare throughout the year. It also looks over SCOOPS, SCS and STIC which 

as mentioned is an integral part of BSW.  

The Mentorship Committee of BSW executes & monitors all mentorship initiatives & 

activities for IIT Delhi students. These include freshers' orientation, mentorship of 

freshmen students, student-alumni mentorship, academic mentorship, language 

mentorship, counselling services, etc. On the commencement of one's IITD life, every 

individual is provided a mentor who is a trained & experienced senior student. The 

mentor is responsible for making the student capable of taking informed decisions in 

academic, extra-curricular & personal fronts by sharing unbiased knowledge & 

experiences. The mentor is also expected to keep track of the student's performance & 

mental well-being, and address the student's problems, thus aiding in their development 

process throughout the academic year by developing a friendly & lasting relationship. 

Mentors are also expected to contribute their efforts in other mentorship initiatives. 

Apart from mentors, senior students of IITD also have the opportunity to contribute as 
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Academic Mentors (AMs) & Language Mentors (LMs). Students who have excelled in 

their first-year in a particular course are eligible to become AMs. Academic Mentorship 

aims at enhancing the learning of freshmen students through sessions held in hostels 

after class-hours. Language Mentorship aims at helping students from different linguistic 

backgrounds to be comfortable with the common modes of communication in 

campus- English & Hindi.
